Fishing Tournament
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Tournament regulations
ARTICLE 1: DATE AND PLACE



The Fishing Tournament will be held at Ocean World Marina in Puerto Plata, in the days 25th and 26th of February 2012. The departure of boats will be at 8:00 A.M. with lines drawn at the discretion of each crew after marked the departure time and the designated time for receiving catch reports will be up to 5:00 PM The boats must return and present the captured pieces to the weighing committee. boats will be allowed out from other marina as long as they notify the Director at the time of registration. If a sailing club or marina that was not Ocean World Marina, the captain or owner of each vessel must notify the radio control out of their starting point and the judge who will rule in the Marina as well as call the Lobby to 809-970-3373 for Radio Control report output. At the end of the fishing days, all boats must go to Ocean World Marina, where the pieces will be weighed.

SECTION 2: TYPE OF TOURNAMENT, SPECIES AND MINIMUM WEIGHT

This event is individual fishing for persons over 10 years old, in which only the species of fish classified as Dorado (Copyphaena Hippurus), is also teaming up to compete, which shall consist of the fishermen who register in the same boat. Teams may not have more than 5 and no less than 2 fishermen.

The tournament to be solely for the capture of the DORADO (MAHI MAHI), the fisherman who captures the heaviest Dorado will win the tournament.

ARTICLE 3: REGISTRATION

The registration fee for the tournament will be RD $ 10,000.00 per boat and the inscription deadline is Friday 13th until 8:00 PM in the facilities of the Ocean World Marina. It prohibits the replacement of a team of fishermen during fishing hours. Substitutions may be made only before going to sea and with the approval of the Tournament Director. The score achieved by fishermen will substitute only in the individual competition and not for the team.
ARTICLE 4: WEIGHT

The pieces collected must be presented at the weighing station, until 5:00 PM of each fishing day. The pieces presented after that time will NOT RATED FOR THIS TOURNAMENT, REGARDLESS OF THE REASONS THAT CAUSED THIS DELAY.

The order of pieces weighing in the order shall report the arrival of the boats, made by one of the fishermen on the team.

Paragraph: It is strictly forbidden parts re-weighed.

ARTICLE 5: PRIZES
The prize ceremony will be Sunday 26th from 4:00 PM at the Marina deck.

ARTICLE 6: LINES
It is non-metallic line fishing up to 30 pounds test. The Judges Committee reserves the right to inspect the lines used by the participants, whether by request received on the matter or by choice.

ARTICLE 7: TIE

In case of tie between the weight of 2 or more pieces, will be declared the winner of the top position the piece that has been caught first. He or other pieces will immediately lower positions, according to the time of capture. In the event of a tie between 2 or more teams will get the top position the team has achieved that score first. The other teams will immediately lower positions, according to the time they have made the score.

ARTICLE 8: COMMUNICATION

Do not allow the participation of vessels not fitted with radio in good working order and having the channel 68 VHF. All reports and communications with the control by the frequency will be 68 VHF. To deal with matters unrelated to the tournament, will switch to another channel.

ARTICLE 9: FISHING AREA

The fishing is unlimited.

The participating vessels will return to the marina before the time limit fishing during the hours of competition to pick a fisherman behind duly registered, to ground or to a participant for any reason unable to continue on board.

This return must be reported to scrutiny before implementation.

Obviously, from the moment you start your return to port until resumption of fishing by permission of the director, shall be deemed the vessel and out of the tournament.

ARTICLE 10: THE BAIT

Natural and artificial baits allowed. Only allowed the use of natural bait hook, if the artificial bait is allowed to use double hook.

ARTICLE 11: REPORTING BITES
All bites should be reported to control the time of providing the following information:

* Name of vessel

* Name of angler

* Approximate weight

As soon as the piece is on board or lost, must be reported to control.

ARTICLE 12: FISHING RULES 

Each angler may only have a line in the water. He is allowed to carry rods and reels on board.

Paragraph 1: taking not registered person on board is allowed. These may provide assistance to fishermen to adapt the harness, to govern the chair, boat hook the fish and help him on board.

Paragraph 2: At the time of the bite, only the fisherman whose bait has been attacked may pull the rod from its holder, nail, skin and bring the fish to the side of the boat, with the sole help of his rod and reel. Since this is a fishing tournament dedicated to the fishing of Dorado, it is not required that other fishermen withdraw their baits out of the water when another fisherman hooks a piece or during the fight.

Paragraph 3: Any fish hooked by more than one angler will be disqualified.

ARTICLE 13: COMMITTEE OF JUDGES AND WEIGHING

The Committee of Judges and weighings, shall consist of at least 3 people in the Fishing Committee of the Ocean World staff. The committee may impose penalties for violators of these rules, or any rules issued later in the direction of the tournament and made known to participants.

Paragraph 1: Participants may make representations before the judges of the tournament, which must be in writing in the first half hour time limit weighing, meaning this is not later than 5:30 PM Saturday y Sunday.
ARTICLE 14: MAJOR FORCE CAUSES
When major force causes occur, the Tournament Director prior radio communication may replace or amend these regulations and will notify participants through the control and Fishing Committee, explaining the reasons behind it.

ARTICLE 15: RULES ACCESSORY

In this tournament will govern the I.G.F.A. rules, in all that is in conflict with this regulation.

ARTICLE 16: ACCEPTANCE OF REGULATIONS

This regulation is considered accepted in its entirety by the participants of the tournament, from the moment they formalize their registration. Any doubt about the interpretation of this will be decided by the Committee of Judges, with definitive character and unappeasable.
